The cowboy at right was carved by Bill Payne in 
a Rick Wetherbee workshop. The stirrup was 
not part of the class but added later.

Spalt your own wood 
Spalted wood can be used to create some beautiful carvings, but you have 
to deal with the health hazard of the fungus in the wood that creates the 
color. 
Why not create your own spalting? 
Pick a block of wood 10 to 12 inches long and 4 or 5 inches square. The 
wood should be fairly dry and open grain wood works best. Basswood 
doesn't work well. The wood used for the duck on page one is hackberry. 
Drill 3 or 4 1/2 inch holes about an inch deep in one end of the block, space 
apart according to the size of the block. With the wood standing on end, fill 
the holes with leather dye. [available at Tandy leather}. Stand it away so it 
doesn't get knocked over and forget for a week or so. After a while check to 
see the dyes progress down the wood, you may want to add more dye. 

When your curiosity gets the best of you, 
cut out a blank or turn the piece. 
The best part is you can use a wide 
variety of colors, you can even mix the 
colors. 
How about a red white and blue duck. 
Have fun, wear gloves if you don't want 
colored fingers when adding the dye. It’s 
ok to handle after it dries.
