The 
Central Center will be open for Thursday carve-ins with the 
following guidelines: 

A temporary new time, 2:00-4:00 p.m. 
All members must wear masks, and all temperatures 
must be taken at the front before being allowed to 
participate (touchless thermometer). 
Your group will be in the Activity Room 2&3 instead 
of the Visual arts Room for better distancing. 
Social distancing will be observed while participating. 
A maximum of 20 participants at one time. 
We encourage members to wash their hands 
frequently, when available 

    
In the meantime the newsletter will still be published with 
contributions from members. If you have a project in 
progress or finished please send me a photo and 
description for Show and Tell.  
Monthly judging: Send me your carving entries for 
judging which I will post in the newsletter. Anyone can be a 
judge. As a judge you look at the photos and assign points 
to them using the parameters on our judging forms. 
Granted you will not be able to examine closely and are 
limited to just one view. Send me your points for each 
piece and I will award place finishes. Here are the entries 
for June judging. Your vote and scores will remain 
anonymous. Send your totals for each carving to 
ytsurjohnson@aol.com. 
Send photos for next month judging to 
ytsurjohnson@aol.com. More than one view of carving 
would be nice. 
To refresh your judging memory here are point 
possibilities: Carving Skill 1-25 points; Artistry 1-15 points; 
Finish 1-10 points. Maximum total points for one carving 
50 points.

(average 43 points), second was Bill Payne’s Flower 
(average 26 points).

Do you have a palm 
gouge set that has one 
handle for several 
interchangeable blades? 
Are you tired of cutting 
yourself changing the 
blades and are too 
miserly to buy several 
new handles? You are not 
alone. I had three blades 
and two handles but “lost” 
one handle and blade at 
either a show, a carving 
demonstration or 
somewhere in my garage. 
I bought an individual 
handle for one blade and 
decided to make a new 
handle to go with the 
other extra blade. It 
turned out to be fairly 
easy. Here’s what you 
need to do to make your 
own custom handle: 

There are two ways you 
can mount the blade. 
Shape your handle to fit 
your hand and slice the 
handle stock in two and 
carve an inset for the 
blade. Pin it in place and 
glue the two halves 
together as shown at 
right. I made my handle 
from a piece of cherry 
limb and it was very hard 
wood. It was so hard that 
I decided not to do the 
inset thing. I made this decision 
before I cut the handle in two. 
Instead, after I shaped the handle to 
fit my hand I drilled a hole wide 
enough for the blade tongue to fit into 
(3/8” in this case). At this stage you 
can either seat with epoxy or wedge it 
in place with dowel stock. I opted for 
the second method since I didn’t have 
epoxy handy. I cut a section of 3/8” 
dowel to the right length. I split the 
dowel along its length, sandwiched 
the blade tongue between the halves 
and glued the pieces together. Make 
sure the blade and dowel are aligned 
properly, apply super glue to the 
dowel and tap it into place quickly 
before the glue sets. Once it is in 
place it isn’t going to move. 
Voila!
