Christmas ornaments

It is time to start working on your
Christmas ornaments if you haven’t
already. Pick up blanks at Thursday
carve-ins or the regular meeting. Or, you
can carve thread spools or basswood
eggs. If you have just started you are
already ages behind Bill Payne. Get
going!

Sign Seen in Jackson, Wyoming
What doesn’t kill you makes you stronger.
Except bears. Bears kill you.

Also not a good idea to take your dog into
bear country.
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Realistic Textured Base:

To give a realistic finish to your carving, it can be covered in sand or
fine dirt.

Shape the base to the contours you would like.

If it is a light colored wood you may want to paint it an earth tone or a
varying tone.

Using a very fine sand ( available on the beaches of Florida) or as a
last resort from at pet shops that have

aquarium supplies.

Set the base in a flat pan, an old pie tin is good.

Coat the base and any part you want to cover with a heavy coat

of white glue.

Use an old paint brush to cover as needed. Pour the sand or fine dirt
over all the base.

Allow to dry overnight.

Remove the base from the pan, shake or brush off all unbonded sand.

Trim off any hanging globs.
Spray with clear acrylic to seal the surface.

Painting Tip:

Did you ever apply a coat of finish to a carving and
come back to find it stuck to the table or the bottom not
dry?

Take several small squares of wood about 1/2 inch
thick.

Drill a center hole the size of a golf tee. Countersink it
so the tee fits flush with point up.

Glue the tee in place.

Arrange the carving on your paint table so the it sits on
the points of the tees.

It won't stick to the table and even the bottom will dry.

Painting Tip:

When you open a new can of finish, use a nail to punch
several holes in the bottom of the lid groove.

The finish will drain back into the can rather than fill up
the groove.

The wood is in 1, 2, and 4 inch thickness and irregular widths and lengths. Price is $2.00 a board foot.
